COURSE LOCAL RULES:
- California Native Landscape Areas are played “through the green.” The 
ball must be played as it lies or if not found, then played as a lost ball.

- The shallow drainage ditches across holes #1, 12, 15 and 16: free relief.
- Staked Trees: relief is granted if stake or supporting cable interferes 
with swing or stance.

- Roads Dividing Course: A ball that crosses any of Canyon Lake’s streets 
that are defined as “OB” and comes to rest beyond that street is “OB,” 
even though it may lie on another part of the course.

-	The Split Rail fence on the right of hole #16 will define the “OB” for 
that hole.

- Embedded Ball Rule is in effect through the green.
-	For all play at this course, a player may obtain distance information by 
use of a distance-measuring device. If, during a stipulated round,  
a player uses a distance-measuring device to gauge or measure  
other conditions that might affect his play, the player is in  
breach of Rule 14-3.
